ACTIVITIES OF THE STUDENT COUNCIL  

We, at St. Joseph’s College of Commerce believe in the overall development of a student and thus provide a platform for them to exhibit their academic, cultural and sportive talents in the form of various fests and inter-collegiate events.  We believe that these activities help the fostering team spirit and thus leading to character formation in students. The students council comprising of the academic, cultural and sports – organized the various extra-curricular activities.  Each council has a staff co-ordinator in charge. Inter class events like Kalotsav and Praxis were held in the months of July and September.  Students participated in all the events enthusiastically and won prizes.  Inter-collegiate fests like SPIEL, CHANAKYA, & DHWANI were held in the months of August and September respectively.  All the events were huge crowd pullers with almost twenty five colleges participating.  Our students had also participated in various fests conducted at Christ College, IIMB, St. Aloysius College Managalore, Mount Carmel College and Kristu Jayanthi College. Prizes were won in almost all the events that the students had participated.  Congratulations to all the prize winners!  Vivek N.D and Vinay partcipated in the “TATA CRUCIBLE CAMPUS QUIZ”, at the National and were placed first. Winning a prize of Rs. 2 Lakhs. Congrats to these brilliant students.  The Graduation Day was held on the 7th March 2006, Mr. Vedam Jaishankar and Fr. Ronnie Prabhu, SJ presided over the function. Apart from academic excellence, character formation and making the students socially concerned citizens are the other objectives of the college.  These defining qualities are reflected in the activities and achievements on the campus throughout the year.

AICUF conducts various activities every year with a noble goal.  The objective of AICUF is to help the needy people in the society.  During the Christmas season, the inter class fest LOGOS was conducted which had a repertoire of events such as Bible Quiz, Choreography, crib decoration, etc.

NSS activities for the year 2005 – 2006 began with releasing its first newsletter.  The newsletter highlighted the activities of the previous academic year.  NSS volunteers actively participated in various activities in the college campus.  They were instrumental in organizing two blood donation camps in the college premises.

The College has very close bond with the Rotary Club.  This year around 110 students from the college enrolled themselves as members of the club. Various programmes related to social issues like AIDS awareness were organized.  Rotary Youth Leadership Awareness programme was organized for student Rotarians, across Bangalore, to display their talents.

The Rotary club helped YUVA – a youth organization to conduct a programme which helped in bringing out the talents of the underprivileged.  YUVA understands the importance of the saying that the “hands that help are mightier than the lips that pray” and are striving towards it.  Samanmay 2006- a talent exposure programme was organized for the physically and economically challenged children.  A two-day photography exhibition was also held to spread awareness about the horrors of child labour prevalent in our country and across the world.  The exhibition drew a huge response and was the first step taken by the students of St. Joseph’s College Commerce towards creating awareness about child labour among students.  These activities are of immense help to uphold the college objective of social concern.  In addition the management sponsored midday meals for about 39 students, and 45 students were given scholarships.  The deserving students were given management concession and installment facilities.  We thank our benefactors and well wishers.  It is their generosity that has helped us to reach out to the deprived students.

LANGUAGE ASSOCIATIONS

Vernacular languages are given much importance in our college.  The Kannada Sangha and Hindi Parishad began their activities by electing their office bearers.  Inter class fests were held in various events like creative writing, recitation, essay writing, etc.   NAKSHATRA – the inter collegiate language fest was held in December 2005.  Students from various colleges actively participated.  Various inter class fests were also organized during the course of the academic year.

SPORTS ACTIVITIES

Sports is an important activity in the long list of co-curricular activities held at St. Joseph’s College of Commerce.  The Sports Council began its activities with SPIEL – 2005.  This year too SPIEL was organized with a cause.  Thanks to the efforts taken by students like Kavita Adhikari and Sangeetha Goel, the event tied up with the Bangalore Institute of Oncology, to spread awareness about Cancer.   For the first time in the history of the college, the basketball matches were held under flood lights.  Badminton was introduced at the inter class level.  The throw ball, volleyball, football, cricket and basketball teams participated in various inter collegiate tournaments.  I congratulate all the students who participated in various sports events.

SPECIAL ACTIVITIES FOR THE STUDENTS

During the course of the academic year, the College organizes various programmes to train the students, especially the council members. The newly elected council members under went a one – day training session under Dr. Lily David who conducted a seminar on interpersonal relationship.  Activities were organized for the enhancement of team building and leadership qualities.  14 students from the college participated in a two-day seminar conducted by Fr. Pradeep Sequiera on understanding religions.  A leadership programme was also organized to initiate students into meditation, self-actualization activities, leadership qualities and ethical values.   The students of I B.Com ‘B; went on an Industrial visit to Mc Dowell’s and Bangalore Diary along with their class mentors.  These visits helped the students in understanding the concepts of cost minimization and output expansion strategies.

CAMPUS RECRUITMENTS 

The College has always been in the forefront with respect to recruitments.  Prominent companies like Future First, Goldman Sach, KPMG, Goggle, HP, JP Morgan etc, recruited students this year.  Thanks to the efforts of the Placement Coordinator, Mr. Augustin Amaladas, the placement percentage was as high as 94% this year.

BBM MARCHES AHEAD

Although it was only in 2004 that BBM was introduced, it has grown into a dynamic course.  The BBM students began their activities with STRATAGEM 2005, an intra-College BBM fest.  The freshers were very enthusiastic about the fest since it was a new experience for them.  Events like crisis management, business quiz and stack market improvised the students knowledge about the corporate sector.  VIRTUOSO drew in students from various colleges to participate in challenging events.  It was a great hit and team work proved to be the secret of their success.  The first year students visited the village of Mundgod as part of their curriculum based rural exposure programme.  It was an educative and experience for the students as they returned with a renewed outlook on the little things in life which they had always taken for granted.  The second year BBM students visited HP, Global Delivery India Centre and viewed presentations on Finance and Marketing Industry.  An industrial visit to the factories of Hyundai and Ashok Leyland in Chennai, was also organized as a part of their academic programmes.  Guests lectures were organized for BBM Students on a wide range of topics like Stress Management, International Marketing, Communication Skills and Personality Development, Stock Market, etc.  Eminent personalities like Mrs. Ranjana, Mr. Geofrey Durden, Mr. Chippy Gangjee and Mrs. Shubha Ganeshan were some of the speakers.  

WOMEN’S CELL ACTIVITIES 

The Ladies cell this year began its activities with the election of Ladies Secretary and Assistant Ladies Secretary.  Various talks were organized by the Cell related to feminist issues.  Ladies Day was celebrated with full funfare.  A project which aims at providing free coaching classes for the students of 8th, 9th and 10th standard of the neighbouring schools has been taken up by the Women’s cell.

CERTIFICATE COURSES

The department of Training and Development exposes our students to new horizons of knowledge through the various certificate porgrammes.  This year too, under the coordination of Mr. Hemanth Kumar, six courses were organized.  These courses provide (Security Analysis & Portfolio Management, Corporate Communication Skills, Human Resource Management, Tally, Computer Basics, language course in French) additional information to the students and make them well equipped to meet the requirements of the corporate world.  Tests were conducted and certificates were distributed on the basis of grades obtained by the students.  Dr. Cheriyan Alexander, Mr. Godfrey Saldhana and Mr. Rudramurthy were some of the resource persons.

ALUMNI & PTA

Our alumni has always been a source of strength for our institution.  Apart from the prize for the Best Outgoing Students, the Alumni also awards scholarships.  Mr. Vedam Jaishankar was elected President this year.  We hope that the Alumni will continue its noble task of helping and encouraging the students of this College.  PTA plays an active role in the activities of the college.  Mr. Edward Rodrigues was elected President of the PTA this year.

OBITUARY

This year the College had its sad moments too.  The untimely demise of Bikal Basnet of III year and Govinda, a 1st year student was an irreparable loss.              Dr. Ouseph Matthen a teacher, who was a constant source of inspiration and encouragement for students, after fighting illness for almost six years, left all of us bereaved in the month of February.  May their souls rest in peace!

CONCLUSION

Our primary task and responsibility is to journey with our students, mentoring them in their quest for excellence.  Academic activities, preparations for autonomy and NAAC Reaccreditation report, construction of the new building – all these kept us busy throughout the year.  The Staff in charge of preparing the NAAC self-study report and the IQAC have put in a lot of work for Reaccreditation.  My heartfelt thanks to Mr. Ravi Richard and his team for their hard work.
